Natsushima Park Dog Run - Rules and Regulations Agreement
						
1. Please be kind and respectful to all users of Natsushima Park Dog Run (hereafter referred to as the “park”). 
You assume all personal responsibility while in the park. Settle all injuries, accidents, and other issues that may occur in the park directly with the other parties. The City of Yokosuka and park management will not be involved with any incidents that may occur on park grounds. 		
2. You must register with the park before you can use it.
· When you register, please show your dog’s official license tag and rabies vaccination tag (bring the physical tags), as well as a personal ID that shows your name, address, and date of birth (driver’s license, employee ID, student ID, resident card, My Number card, etc.) 
· We do not accept registration for some breeds such as Akitas, Tosas and pit bulls (including puppies).
· You must sign this Rules and Regulation Agreement to register. 
· Register at the Natsushima Park Grounds Office (open 1:00 pm to 4:00 pm).

3. Owners must wear their park registration ID around their neck while in the park and make sure your dog is wearing their official license tag and rabies vaccination tag. If you are in the park without an ID and tags, you will be asked to leave. 
4. No food or drink allowed in the park, other than water for your dog.		
5. Make sure your dog is used to the park before you let them off leash.		
6. Dogs that are unused to the park, and dogs that do not follow commands, must be leashed at all times. 
7. Equipment and toys such as balls are not allowed.					
8. Pour water (from a water bottle, etc.) over the area after your dog has urinated. Pick up and carry out dog poop to throw away at home.  			
9. Carry all your trash out to throw away at home.  				
10. Owners must enter the park together with their dog(s). 
· Anyone younger than 15 years old must be accompanied by a guardian. 
· If you bring infants or small children to the park, be especially mindful as you do so at your own risk. Settle all injuries, accidents, and other issues that may occur in the park directly with the other parties. The City of Yokosuka and park management will not be involved with any incidents that may occur on park grounds. 
11. One person can bring a maximum of two dogs into the park. 		
12. Do not bring baby strollers, chairs, or tables, etc., into the park.				
13. The small dog area is only for dogs under 40 cm tall that also weigh under 10 kg. The large/middle-size dog area is only for dogs that are at least 40 cm tall or weigh at least 10 kg. If your dog does not match either of these two descriptions, they cannot use either area. 
14. Carry a leash with you at all times, pay attention to your dog, and leash and calm your dog immediately if they start to exhibit strange behavior.	
15. If your dog exhibits disruptive behaviors such as overexcitement or excessive physical contact and does not respond to verbal commands, you must physically intervene, leash your dog, and calm them down. If your dog cannot calm down, take them out of the park until they do.	
16. If your dog bites, or if you or your dog are bitten, under the law “神奈川県動物の愛護及び管理に関する条例[Kanagawa Prefecture Ordinance Regarding the Welfare and Management of Animals],” you must contact the Animal Protection Center.

17. You cannot use the park if any of the following conditions apply:		
A. Your dog has not been vaccinated for rabies (rabies vaccinations are required by law), or if it has been over a year since your dog was last vaccinated.	
B. Your dog bites or disturbs other parkgoers that day.					
C. Your dog is in heat or has a contagious skin condition or other communicable disease	
D. Your dog is an attack dog, fighting dog, or makes other owners or dogs nervous.	
E. You are accompanied by any animal other than a dog. 				
18. Do not brush or remove hair from your dog anywhere in the park or the greater Natsushima Park area.
19. No smoking in the park. 							
20. Use the Natsushima Park parking lot if coming by car. 
21. If you interfere with park management, fail to follow staff instructions, or fail to abide by this Rules and Regulations Agreement, your registration will be revoked and you will be asked to leave. Your yearly deposit will not be returned to you.
